5. Excise Duty :

The purchases made for the Research Institutions under the Department of Atomic Energy are entitled for Excise Duty
Exemption as per Notification No. 10/97-Central Excise dt. 01.03.1997. Necessary Excise Duty Exemption Certificate will be
provided by the purchaser after placement of order, but prior to dispatch of the material.
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Since this Directorate handles the purchases for both Research Institutions and Industrial Units under the Department of Atomic

Energy, the bidders should not include the Excise duty in the quoted price, which can put them into a disadvantageous position.
They should, however, quote separately the percentage/quantum of excise duty applicable.

Excise Duty Exemption Certificate will be issued only in favour of the contractor with whom the purchase order is placed
for the end product and not in favour of the third party. However, in case the offer is received from a sole-selling agent of the
original equipment manufacturer for which documentary proof should be submitted, issue of Excise Duty Exemption Certificate
in favour of the original equipment manufacturer can be considered, provided such requestis made in the original offer.
