


INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES FOR THE WRITTEN TEST

1. The call letters for the Written Test has been sent to the candidates qualified in Physical Endurance Test (PET) for 

the post of Security Guard through their registered e-mail ID. Call letter will serve as an entry permit to enter the 
St. Norbert Senior Secondary School on the prescribed date. 
 

2. The list of the candidates qualified in Physical Endurance Test (PET) has been uploaded on RRCAT website along 
with Application No. / Roll No., Name of candidate and address. The candidates are required to report to APO 
(Recruitment) at morning 10:00 hrs. on April 27, 2018 (Friday). The date fixed for the Written Test will not be 
changed under any circumstances. Candidate is required to appear for the Written Test on the prescribed date only. 
 

3. In case candidates qualified in PET do not get call letter through their registered e-mail ID, such candidates may 
contact APO (Rectt) only after April 15, 2018 and / or before April 23, 2018 at 0731-2488812 between 14:00 hrs 
and 16:00 hrs.  
 

4. Candidates are required to produce Call letter at the time of the Written Test with a photograph affixed on it. In 
addition, candidate must bring any one of the following document in original as identity proof : AADHAR Card / 
Voter ID cared / PAN card / Driving License / Passport / Employee ID Card (if the candidate is a Govt. Employee). 
It will not be possible to allow you to appear in Written Test, if any one of the above original identity proof is not 
produced by you. 
 

5. The Written Test will be for 75 marks in allotted time of 90 minutes. Composition of the question paper will be as 
per the following pattern: 
 

(i) Comprehension (Objective type)  :  25 Marks 
(ii) General awareness (Objective type)  :  25 Marks 
(iii) Analytical or Basic Maths (Objective type) :  25 Marks 
 

 The questions will comprise of 75 Multiple Choice Questions (MCQs). Each question carries ‘1’ mark for correct 
answer and ‘0’ mark for incorrect answer & for unanswered question. No negative marks for incorrect answer. 
Questions on General Awareness and Analytical or Basic Maths will be bilingual i.e. Hindi and English. Questions 
and their multiple options as regards to Comprehension will only be in English.  
 

6. Candidates are required to answer the Multiple Choice Questions (MCQs) by darkening only 
one appropriate bubble properly in the OMR answer sheet using black/blue ink ball point pen 
only. Since bubbles darken by the black/blue ink ball point pen cannot be erased, candidates 
should darken the bubbles very carefully. If the roll number is 9270 then bubbles should be 
darkened as shown in the adjacent figure. If the answer of the objective type question is “D” 
then darken the bubble as shown below. 

                                                 
 

7. Please note that candidates are not permitted to use mobile phone, calculator or any other electronic / electrical 
device inside the examination premises. Any possession of these items, whether in use or not, will be considered 
as "Use of unfair means" in the examination and candidature of such candidates will be cancelled forthwith. 
Canvassing in any form will disqualify the candidate. 
 

8. Please note that No Objection Certificate / permission from your present employer to appear for Written Test is 
necessary in case you are serving under Central / State Government / Public Sector Undertaking or Autonomous 
Bodies etc. In case your application has been forwarded through proper channel, a copy of the forwarding note is 
required to be produced. It will not be possible to allow you to appear in Written Test, if this NOC / permission or 
the copy of the forwarding note is not produced by you. 
 

9. No travelling allowance will be paid for attending Written Test.  
 

10. The candidate who qualify in the Written Test will only be called to appear for interview to be held at a later date 
which will be intimated through e-mail and uploaded on RRCAT website after Written Test. 
 

11. No accommodation will be provided to the candidate at the time of Written Test.  
 

12. Candidate may please ensure before appearing in the Written Test that they are fulfilling the Recruitment Rules / 
Norms specified in Advertisement for the post of Security Guard, if it is found that any candidate is not fulfilling the 
Recruitment Rules / Norms, his/her candidature is liable to be terminated / cancelled at any time.
