
Birds in RRCAT campus 
 
A list of the birds, which are spotted in RRCAT campus (in residential and 

technical area, both), is prepared. This list may be used as a check list for birds 
in RRCAT campus. Some birds are visible throughout the year, while some can 
be observed (or increased visibility) in particular season. Efforts are made to 
prepare a complete and correct list, still some birds may be missing from the 
list. It will be nice to provide the information to enhance the list, if particular 
bird (OR birds) is not listed here, but spotted by someone in the campus. In this 
list, birds are categorized in three domains. First domain contains the easily 
observable birds, which are widespread in the campus (including water birds, 
which are easily visible in two major water bodies of the campus). Second 
domain contains the species of the birds, which are less in number or 
occasionally observable. The last domain contains the species of birds, which 
are although spotted in campus but only few times in last 5-6 years i.e. these 
birds are rarely visible. List contains English and Hindi names.
